PACKING LIST 
 

Please be sure to limit yourself as per the regulations of the airline(s) you will be using. As 
always when travelling, there is a huge advantage to packing light. You will learn to regret 
20 pairs of shoes or your electronic collection when you have to lug it around in the heat, 
and then have no room to bring home souvenirs or gifts. Try to leave some extra room in 
your bags. Here are the things you really DO need: 

1. 1 Suits or sets of business attire (i.e. slacks, shirt, tie & a sport jacket for gentlemen, 
blouse with a modest skirt or slacks for girls) for formal dinners, receptions and business 
meetings 

2. 1 modest dressy outfit for celebrations or evenings out 
3. Sturdy, comfortable closed-toe walking shoes 
4. Several lightweight long-sleeved shirts and pants or modest skirts for ladies 
5. Jacket in case of cool weather 
6. Light scarf for ladies  
7. A few camisoles for ladies to tuck into pants and slacks 
8. Modest swimsuit if you plan to swim (trunks for gentlemen, a one-piece for ladies) 
9. Camera (remember extra batteries and a memory stick or extra SIM card) 
10. A light beach towels 
11. Sandals 
12. Sunglasses 
13. Sunblock 
14. Preferred medications & toiletries, in small amounts. (See “Health Guidelines,” Section 5) 
15.  Your family tree, relatives’ names and addresses in Palestine, family stories, etc.  
16. Pictures or messages from your family in the US to share with relatives in Palestine. 
17. *Note: If you wear transparent or see-through clothing, you may be asked to change 

 
LEAVE AT HOME 

1. Your parents, girlfriend boyfriend or spouse. 
2. Expensive or precious jewelry. 
3. Electronics* or electrical appliances (hairdryers, etc.) that are incompatible with standard 

voltage in Palestine and can be ruined if used without a converter. 
4. Other things that you really, REALLY don’t want to lose or damage.
